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Sustainability
It is always interesting to remember that if a process is economically
sustainable but not environmentally sustainable, it may go on for
hundreds of years before collapse comes. Conversely, if a process is
environmentally sustainable but not economically sustainable, it dies
very quickly. We have to have both for survival and growth. This is
where the “integrated” word begins to show its strength. (If you need to
look at this in more detail, have a look ant the previous article in this
series published in Far Eastern Agriculture, March/April 06).

What biofuel production from crops grown with fertilizers made from
wastes on the farm does is provide energy within a sustainable
framework which integrates the wastes from urban life with the rural
economy and skills based on the land. There is no burning of fossilized
fuels AND the waste also has Carbon in it which is also locked up. The
land is used as what the energy people call a ‘carbon sink’.
