many effects, most of which are seen as harmful. However, it is also
true that they tend to settle on and be concentrated onto clouds in the
sky. This has the effect of turning the clouds into mirrors which reflect
sunlight back into space. This reflection of sunlight by clouds is called
“global dimming”. So, pollution has to some extent been a force for
balance, with the dimming effect of dirty clouds compensating for green
house gasses. How good is this balance? Well, one of the more
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involved in their long-term use? How can they be filled and used
efficiently? How can their pollution and long-term damage be
avoided?

Dams and Reservoir - Do we need to build more? When? Can they
be built at farm level? (By the way, old motor tyres are quite good as
dam infill.) Can dam building be integrated with energy production
from hydro-electric schemes?
